1967 in Bangkok, Thailand with the signing of the ASEAN Declaration (Bangkok
Declaration). The ASEAN Declaration states that the aim of the organization is to
accelerate economic growth, social progress and cultural development in the
region and to promote regional peace and stability.

The total GDP of ASEAN is over US$ 2,154 billion (2011) and its total trade is approx-
imately US$ 2,415 billion (2011). ASEAN is accelerating the establishment of the
ASEAN Community including the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) to transform
ASEAN into a single market and production base by 2015. The ratification of the
ASEAN Charter in 2008 makes ASEAN a rules-based inter-governmental organiza-
tion. Furthermore, ASEAN remains an active player at regional and international
levels, playing a significant role in ASEAN+3, East Asian Summit (EAS) and ASEAN
Regional Forum (ARF) which involve not only ASEAN countries, but also other coun-
tries such as Korea, the United States, China, Japan, Russia, EU, and others.
