The Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN] was established through the
signing of the ASEAN Declaration (Bangkok Declaration) on 8 August 1967 in
Bangkok, Thailand with the aim to promote regional peace and stability, and to
accelerate economic growth, social progress and cultural development in
Southeast Asia. Since its establishment, ASEAN has been making remarkable
progress, setting a good example of a successful regional organization. Through the
adoption of the Bali Concord Il at the 9th ASEAN Summit in 2003, ASEAN has
launched the ASEAN Community based on the three pillars of politico-security,
economy, and socio-culture. Through the Kuala Lumpur Declaration on ASEAN
2025 : Forging Ahead Together, ASEAN declared its new vision and blueprint for the
ASEAN Community for the next 10 years.

Externally, ASEAN has been asserting its Centrality through ASEAN-centric cooper-
ative mechanisms such as the ASEAN+3, East Asia Summit (EAS), and ASEAN
Regional Forum (ARF) by leading discussions on comprehensive agendas within the
East Asia region. In parallel with these efforts, the launch of the ASEAN Community,
which will signify the emergence of a colossal economic bloc with a population of
over 600 million, is anticipated to mark a significant milestone in elevating the sta-
tus of ASEAN and bolstering its influence in the global community.

Summit in November 2007 and entered into force in December 2008.
