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Foreword

2019 is a momentous year during which ASEAN and Korea will celebrate their 30th Anniversary of Dialogue
Relationship. It also marks the 10th Anniversary of the establishment of the ASEAN-Korea Centre (AKC).
In welcoming these milestones, we are pleased to present 2018 ASEAN & Korea in Figures, a collection of
statistical data featuring the current relations and developments between ASEAN and Korea.

Since the establishment of their Dialogue Relationship in 1989, ASEAN and Korea have made remarkable
accomplishments and demonstrated stronger ties in the areas of political security, economy, and socio
-culture. Economic relations between ASEAN and Korea have been increasing exponentially, with ASEAN
being Korea’s second largest trading partner. ASEAN is the number one travel destination among Korean
travelers, and people-to-people exchanges between the two sides have shown rapid increase, with the
percentage of ASEAN residents in Korea reaching about 29% of total foreigners in 2018.

The AKC was established in 2009 as an intergovernmental organization mandated to promote economic
and socio-cultural cooperation between ASEAN and Korea. Since then, the AKC has been issuing statistical
materials on ASEAN and ASEAN-Korea relations ranging from trade, investment to culture, people-to-people
exchanges and others.

| hope the 2018 ASEAN & Korea in Figures, the 10th edition of its kind, will help readers acquire better
understanding of ASEAN, and relations between ASEAN and Korea, which is an important step towards
making the ties between two sides stronger than ever.
