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Foreword

COVID-19 plunged the world into an unprecedented health and economic crisis in 2020. ASEAN economies that
have been the drivers of global growth for many years suffered a severe contraction for the first time in what
turned out to be the worst recession since the Great Depression. The volume of exchanges and cooperation
between ASEAN and Korea also inevitably decreased despite the upward momentum generated from the
ASEAN-Korea Commemorative Summit and the 30th anniversary celebrations of 2019.

However, having overcome past crises together in the spirit of cooperation and solidarity, ASEAN and Korea
once again joined efforts to mitigate the impacts of the pandemic. The two regions exchanged information and
shared best practices regarding containment strategies. Arrangements were made to facilitate movement of
essential peoples and goods between ASEAN and Korea. And through common efforts, including the signing of
the Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP), the two regions worked together to stabilize the
business environment and promote free and open trade.

The twelfth edition of the ASEAN and Korea in Figures includes a separate chapter dedicated to statistics on the
“Impact of COVID-19 on ASEAN Economies and ASEAN-Korea Relations”. The chapter illustrates, through data,
how trade volumes shrunk in the early days of the pandemic due to supply chain disruptions and how people-
to-people exchanges diminished due to restrictions on movement. Also, the numbers show how on-line platforms
mushroomed during this period leading to a rapid digital transformation of the regional economies and societies.

As a comprehensive compilation of various economic data and social indices of ASEAN Member States, ASEAN

Economic Community and ASEAN-Korea partnership, this book will serve as a useful reference material for studying
and further understanding ASEAN and ASEAN-Korea relations.
